
 

 

Standard 504. QUALIFICATIONS FOR ADMISSION TO THE BAR 

  

(a) A law school shall include the following statement in its application 
for admission and on its website:  

In addition to a bar examination, there are character, fitness, 
and other qualifications for admission to the bar in every U.S. 
jurisdiction. Applicants are encouraged to determine the 
requirements for any jurisdiction in which they intend to seek 
admission by contacting the jurisdiction. Addresses for all 
relevant agencies are available through the National 
Conference of Bar Examiners.  

(b) The law school shall, as soon after matriculation as is practicable, 
take additional steps to apprise entering students of the importance 
of determining the applicable character, fi tness, and other 
requirements for admission to the bar in each jurisdiction in which 
they intend to seek admission to the bar.
